Building Codes 

The City of Deltona requires that all new buildings meet the Florida Building Code, the 

Standard Housing Code (residential), the Florida Fire Prevention Code, the Standard 

Technical Codes, and all other pertinent state and local regulations governing the 

particular occupancy classification. A change to the occupancy class of any particular 

existing building, or portion thereof, will require upgrading to comply with all current 

codes. The Florida Building Codes are available at the Florida Department of Community 

Affairs Website at www.floridabuilding.org. Deltona Code of Ordinance can be accessed 

online via the City’s website at www.deltonafl.gov. You may call the Building and Zoning 

Services Department at (368-878-8650) for the inspection of a building or assistance. 
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Certificate of Occupancy 

A Certificate of Occupancy will be issued for existing buildings and upon completion of 

newly constructed buildings. This certificate is obtained through the Building Services 

Division. The certificate is proof that the building use and occupancy is in compliance 

with all applicable zoning and land use ordinances, as well as the structural and fire-life-

safety codes of the City of Deltona. Each time there is a tenant change, or a change in 

the type of occupancy, a new Certificate of Occupancy must be obtained.

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Licenses and Permits 
City and County Occupational Permits 

To conduct business in the City of Deltona, all businesses must first obtain an 

Occupational License (Local Business Tax) receipt issued by City of Deltona. This is a tax 

that provides for the privilege of engaging in a business, trade, or occupation within our 

city. The fee for each business varies. In addition, Volusia County requires a business tax 

as well. You must receive the certificate from the City prior to applying with Volusia 

County. For questions regarding the Volusia County’s process, please call 386-736-5938. 

The requirements for obtaining a local business tax receipt vary with each profession. 

Some businesses necessitate a State license, and we require a copy of this license prior 

to the issuance of the local business tax receipt.  

Any complaints concerning business practices should be addressed, if they are licensed 

by the state, to the board that regulates them. For all other businesses please contact the 

Better Business Bureau at 407-621-3300 or you may visit their web site at 

www.bbb.org.

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Vehicle Registration/Driver’s License 

Vehicle registration, for corporate vehicles and/or residents, can be obtained by providing 

proof of Florida insurance, and mileage verification. Forms to verify vehicle numbers 

(which must be notarized) are available at the vehicle registration office, insurance 

offices, or at auto clubs. Certification of mileage may be done by an insurance agent, the 

police department, or auto club. A Florida driver’s license may be obtained after 

registration of the vehicle.

Any business related to food, other than prepackaged, must contact the appropriate state 

agency. An inspection of your business must be arranged prior to opening or with a 

change of ownership or location. Because codes change, previously allowed activities may 

no longer be allowed under new ownership.

Easy access is available through a network of Interstate highways, railroads and nearby 

port facilities.  Within a 45 minute drive, there are three international airports: Daytona 

Beach International, Orlando Sanford International and Orlando International and DeLand 

Regional Airport. The City is approximately 25 miles northeast of Orlando and 

approximately 25 miles southwest of Daytona Beach. 

Trucking in Florida is deregulated, helping to keep prices as much as 10 percent below 

the national average.    

If you prefer to leave the driving to someone else, Amtrak train service is available in 

DeLand. Commercial rail customers are served in Volusia County by Florida Central 

Roadway, which provides access to all major rail lines and cities. In addition to rail 

service, Greyhound has a terminal in Deltona providing additional travel options.  Whether 

for business or pleasure, Deltona is easily accessible.

Business Development Incentives 
Introduction to Incentives 

The City of Deltona Economic Development Office serves to coordinate grant and 

incentive applications to State and Federal agencies on behalf of Deltona businesses.  

The following list of incentives identifies only the major incentive opportunities that 

currently exist for local businesses. 

State of Florida Incentive Programs 

Capital Investment Tax Credit - Provides annual corporate income tax credits to eligible 

high-impact sector businesses equal to 5 percent of the eligible capital costs of a new or 

expanding Florida facility. 

CDBG Infrastructure Grants - The Florida Department of Community Affairs administers 

the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program. The CDBG program currently 

provides $12 million to provide infrastructure to new or expanding businesses. 

Florida Energy Loan Program - The program provides low-interest loans to small 

businesses to purchase and install energy-efficient equipment or otherwise improve a 

facility's energy efficiency. 

High Impact Business Performance Grant - This is an incentive used to attract and grow 

high-impact businesses in Florida. For example, a qualified high-impact business making 

a cumulative investment of $100 million and creating 100 jobs may be eligible for a total 

grant award of $1 million to $2 million. A qualified company engaged in R&D that makes 

a cumulative investment of $75 million and creates 75 new jobs may be eligible for a 

total grant award of $2 million to $3 million. 

Qualified Defense Contractor Tax Refund Program - The refund provides up to $5,000 

per job created or saved in Florida through conversion of defense jobs to civilian 

production. Also qualifying are the acquisition of a new defense contract or the 

consolidation of a defense contract that results in at least a 25 percent increase in 

Florida employment or a minimum of 80 jobs. 

Qualified Target Industry Tax Refund Program - This program provides tax refunds to 

pre-approved applicants of up to $5,000 per new job created. 

Quick Response Training Program - Working with community colleges, vocational/ 

technical centers, state universities and other institutions, the program provides start-up 

training tailored to a company's needs. 
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Sales Tax Exemption on Aircraft Parts, Repair and Maintenance - Creates a sales tax 

exemption for replacement engines, parts and equipment used in the repair and 

maintenance of eligible aircraft. Also provides a sales tax exemption for the sale or lease 

of qualified aircraft. 

Sales Tax Exemption on Manufacturing Machinery and Equipment - Allows for the 

purchase of certain manufacturing machinery and equipment to qualify for an exemption 

from paying the state sales/use tax. 

Sales Tax Refund on Manufacturing or Research Equipment - Transforms an existing 

sales tax refund program for silicon technology machinery into a direct and recurring 

exemption. 

Small Business Technology Growth Fund - Creates a new program to provide financial 

assistance (loan guarantees, letters of credit) to Florida businesses with emerging 

technological potential and fewer than 100 employees. 
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Corporations and Partnerships 
  

Corporations:  Glossary of Terms 

A CORPORATION is a legal entity, created by statute (i.e., the state) with all the rights, 

privileges and responsibilities of a natural person; possessing the attributes of limited 

liability, centralized management, continuity of life and free transferability of interest.  

A FOR PROFIT CORPORATION is a corporation created for the purpose of conducting 

business in the widest sense of the term. In Florida, such a corporation may be organized 

generally under Chapter 607 but may take on special attributes as prescribed by other 

subservient chapters.  

A NONPROFIT OR NOT-FOR-PROFIT CORPORATION is a corporation normally thought of 

as one created for religious, charitable, or educational purposes that is generally formed 

under Chapter 617, Florida Statutes. However, the terms nonprofit or not for profit, as a 

type of corporation, do not preclude these entities from engaging in a profit making 

situation. In fact a nonprofit corporation is not necessarily a charitable corporation or one 

that is tax exempt. They are corporations that may not distribute their income to a 

member, director or officer other than as provided by law.  

A FOREIGN CORPORATION is a corporation authorized by any jurisdiction other than 

Florida to transact business. An alien corporation is any corporation authorized by any 

jurisdiction other than: the United States, any state, the District of Columbia, Puerto 

Rico, Guam or any possession or territory of the United States, to transact business.  

A LIMITED LIABILITY COMPANY is a hybrid form of business entity combining some of 

the attributes of a corporation with the status of a partnership. 

Corporations:  General Information 

Any entity that transacts business in Florida as a corporation is required by Florida 

Statutes to file documents of incorporation or authorization with the Division of 

Corporations and pay the filing fee. The document must be typewritten or printed legibly 

in the English language. The professional advice of your legal counsel to ascertain exact 

compliance with all statutory requirements is strongly recommended.  

All corporations must file a Uniform Business Report with the Division each year and pay 

the filing fee. Failure to file a Uniform Business Report will result in administrative 

dissolution of the corporation and loss of authorization to transact business as a 

corporation in Florida.  

Supplies such as minute books, stationery, stock certificates and corporate seals are 

available through office supply stores. There are no laws requiring corporations to obtain 
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any of these. Some financial institutions and title companies require a corporate seal on 

documents signed by a corporation and are within their rights to do so.  

Limited Liability Company:  General Information 

Any entity that transacts business in Florida as a limited liability company is required by 

Florida Statutes to file Articles of Organization or an application for authorization with the 

Division of Corporations and pay the filing fee. These documents must be typewritten or 

printed legibly in the English language. The professional advice of your legal counsel to 

ascertain exact compliance with all statutory requirements is strongly recommended.  

All limited liability companies must file a Uniform Business Report with the Division each 

year and pay the filing fee. Failure to file will result in administrative dissolution of the 

limited liability company or loss of authorization to transact business in Florida as a 

foreign limited liability company.  

Foreign Limited Liability Company Documents  

A foreign limited liability company must submit an original certificate of existence that is 

no more than 90 days old, duly authenticated by the official having custody of records in 

the jurisdiction under the law of which it is organized. A photocopy of a certificate is not 

acceptable. If the certificate is in a language other than English, a translation of the 

certificate under oath of the translator must accompany the certificate.  

The form prescribed by the Department of State titled “Application By Foreign Limited 

Liability Company For Authorization To Transact Business In Florida” must be used. The 

completed form must accompany the other required documents.

Partnerships:  Glossary of Terms 

A PARTNERSHIP is an association of two or more persons to carry on a business for profit 

as co-owners.  

A GENERAL PARTNERSHIP is an association of two or more partners, each as a general 

partner with full status of unlimited personal liability and managerial control.  

A LIMITED PARTNERSHIP is a partnership formed by two or more persons, under the 

laws of Florida, having one or more general partners and one or more limited partners 

with limited liability and little or no managerial control (i.e., investors only).  
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A FOREIGN LIMITED PARTNERSHIP is a partnership formed by two or more persons 

under the laws of any state other than Florida or of any other country, and having as 

partners one or more general partners and one or more limited partners.  

A REGISTERED LIMITED LIABILITY PARTNERSHIP or a limited liability limited 

partnership is a general partnership or limited partnership that maintains an active 

registration with the Florida Department of State, Division of Corporations, by which it is 

afforded certain limitations in a general partner’s liability.  

Partnership:  General Information 

Entities that transact business as Florida Limited Partnerships are required by Florida 

Statutes to file a Certificate of Limited Partnership and an Affidavit of Capital 

Contributions with the Division of Corporations and pay the registration fee. Any legal or 

commercial business entity listed as a General Partner on the Certificate of Partnership 

must have an active registration or filing with the Division. A foreign limited partnership 

must submit an Application by Foreign Limited Partnership for Authorization to Transact 

Business in Florida, an Affidavit of Capital Contributions and pay the applicable fee. All 

limited partnerships that register with the Division must file a Uniform Business Report 

each year and pay the filing fee. Failure to file will result in revocation of authority to 

transact business. Partnership registration documents submitted to the Division must 

bear original signatures. Photocopied documents bearing original signatures are 

acceptable; however, photocopied signatures are not. Documents must be typewritten or 

printed legibly in the English language.

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Fictitious Names 

Fictitious Names:  Glossary of Terms 

A FICTITIOUS NAME is anything other than an individual’s legal name. Registration of 

that name is required if it is used in business so as to inform the public of who is actually 

conducting business.  

BUSINESS means any enterprise or venture, in which a person sells, buys, exchanges, 

barters, deals or represents the dealing in anything or article of value, or renders services 

for compensation.  

LEGAL NAME means a person’s given name, or an entity that is properly registered.  

Fictitious Names:  General Information 

A Fictitious Name registration is required of individuals who do business under any name 

other than their legal personal name or under a properly registered corporate name, 

partnership, trademark or service mark. The purpose of Chapter 865.09, Florida Statutes, 

known as the Fictitious Name Act, is to insure a public record of the identity of a 

fictitious name owner. Registration under this act does not reserve or protect a fictitious 

name against use by another party, nor does it provide rights to the use of a trade name, 

trademark, service mark or corporate name. The Division does not screen names 

submitted for registration against any other recorded information. Applicants may contact 

the Name Availability Office in the Division to see if the name is already in use. You may 

also check the telephone directory. The applicant is responsible for avoiding and 

defending against name infringement. If name protection is your goal, you may want to 

pursue registering a trademark or service mark if your name meets the requirements of 

the Florida Statutes. There are also other types of entity registrations you may want to 

consider. The advice of trusted legal counsel is recommended.  

Fictitious name registration packets are available from the Division of Corporations in 

Tallahassee. Registrations are filed with the Division of Corporations in Tallahassee, not 

with city or county offices. The fictitious name must be advertised as a legal notice one 

time in a newspaper in the county where the applicant’s principal place of business will 

be. No proof of publication is required, instead the applicant certifies that the advertising 

transpired by signing a statement on the application form. Fictitious name registrations 

are valid for five years, expiring on December 31 of the fifth year. Renewals may be filed 

between July 1 and December 31 of the fifth year. If a change of business ownership 

occurs, the owners must file a cancellation and re-registration within 30 days of the 

change.  

If you do business under a fictitious name and do not file with the Division, you may be 

subject to certain criminal misdemeanor penalties. You may also be prevented from 

maintaining a lawsuit, and you may be held liable for attorneys’ fees and costs if someone 
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cannot find you as owner of a fictitious name. All three may apply under some 

circumstances.  

In addition to registering with the State of Florida, companies must also file a registration 

with the City of Deltona at the following office:

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Trademarks 

Trademarks:  Glossary of Terms  

TRADEMARK means any word, name, symbol, character, design, drawing or device or any 

combination thereof adopted and used by a person to identify goods made or sold by him 

or her and to distinguish them from goods made or sold by others.  

SERVICE MARK means any word, name, symbol, character, design, drawing or device or 

any combination thereof and the distinctive features of radio, television or other 

advertising, adopted and used by a person to identify services rendered or offered by him 

or her and to distinguish them from services rendered or offered by others.  

CERTIFICATION MARK means a trademark or service mark used upon or in connection 

with the products or services of one or more persons other than the owner of the mark to 

certify regional or other origin, material, mode of manufacture, quality, accuracy or other 

characteristics of such goods or services or that the work or labor on the goods or services 

was performed by members of a union or other organization.  

COLLECTIVE MARK means a trademark or service mark used by the members of a 

cooperative, an association or other collective group or organization and includes marks 

used to indicate membership in a union, an association or other organization.  

Trademarks:  General Information 

A trademark or service mark may be registered with the Division of Corporations, 

providing the mark meets all requirements and complies with the provisions stipulated in 

Chapter 495, Florida Statutes. The owner of a mark may be an individual or a legally 

recognized business so long as the business entity maintains an active registration on file 

with the Division. A mark must be in use before it can be registered. In the case of a 

trademark, the good(s) or product(s) must be on sale in the market place. For a service 

mark, the applicant must actually be rendering the service for which a service mark is 

applied. The mere advertising of goods or services does not constitute use of a trade or 

service mark.  

Marks submitted for registration or reservation are checked for distinction from marks 

that are registered or reserved with the Division. Marks submitted for registration or 

reservation are not checked, however, for distinction from corporation names, fictitious 

names or any other entity names registered with the Division. It is the responsibility of the 

registering party to investigate the availability of a proposed mark and to determine that 

the mark does not constitute infringement upon the mark of another. It is the 

responsibility of the owner of an existing mark to defend it against infringement.  
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Rights to ownership of a mark are perfected by actual use in the ordinary pursuit of the 

specific endeavor; rights are not perfected by registration only. The rule “FIRST IN USE, 

FIRST IN RIGHT” is applicable. Ownership of a mark is not bestowed by a government 

entity but is obtained through use. Registering a mark is a means of placing notice to the 

public that the name is in use. Trusted legal advice regarding use and registration of a 

mark is recommended.  

Trademark or service mark registrations with the Division are state government level 

registrations. They do not replace registrations with the federal government. To obtain 

information regarding federal registration, contact the United States Patent and 

Trademark Office in Washington, D.C. For information regarding copyrights, contact the 

Copyright Office in Washington, D.C.
